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Stevie Cabrera's research report is on juvenile delinquency, there are four types of essay report that are introduced within the following. First will be the compare and contrast essay, the essay explains the crime rates between genders. Males tend to have a higher crime rating no matter what the crime it was, whether it was the used of weapons, drug usage and even violent acts such as aggravated assaults. The following essay explains the process in which delinquents become delinquents by anomie. Anomie is a rapid change that effects the norm as of a break down. Lack of attention and supervision by a parent is an anomie being that the child is now free to do what so every which sooner or later will be involved in a series of delinquent crimes and being involved in group of people who have the same situation and same thing in common. After the process essay, there will be an argument that mother or parents who are working cause less time to spend with their child(ren) which leads to delinquency, but with that,  the debate against that was that because the parents are working hard in the workplace, does not exactly mean they are not doing their job as a parent as well. Some children with parents who have a high-status jobs tend to be interested in following that foot step and being involve more towards school activities and tend to finish high school, attend college and will eventually graduate. Cause and effect is an identification to why something is happening and how did it happened. Bullying was an example used for cause and effect, before bullies become who they are, the cause was the parental discipline, parents tend to discipline their child in a harsh and inconsistent way; in addition, the child is not getting enough parental warmth or care. Finally, towards conclusion, the essay explains a few theories used to identify delinquents and the causes of how they come about.
Serious Juvenile Arrest Rates by Gender


Hundreds of years ago, the study of delinquents were only looked upon males. Of course males were taught to be rough and strong as they grow up. Even, when it comes to announcements of "it's a boy" or "its a girl", "almost immediately, parents start using typical gender stereotype." Parents usually describe boys as "being firm, large-featured, alert and strong, while in the other hand,  girl infants are portray as delicate, fine-featured, soft, small and a very good girl. (Alex & Nicole Piqeuro 288)." As for the description of the girl infants, this may be true, but just not entirely. Researchers in the recent years have studied female as delinquents; they found that female juvenile are being arrested for crimes being done likewise compared to male juveniles. ".Here are some statistics on serious juvenile arrest rates by gender.


First of all, the comparison of this arrest is rated per 100,000 juveniles from the ages of 10-17 and during the years of 1981-2004. Starting of with assaults, males and females had a few numbers of arrest in the year of 1981. As the years went by, at the time in the mid 1990s the rates were at its steepest point but soon dropped in 2004. In 1981 the male rated up to about 750 arrest while females were at 170, and in 2004 the count rise up to 1300 for males and 530 for females. On top of this all, both the rating of the male and females, one-third of this assault charge was aggravated assault which means, violent, harmful physical attack.


Next will be arrest rates under juveniles using weapon. Males was rated highest in weapons during the mid 1990s so were the females. But the differences was the numbers that were found. Males during 1981 about 200 juveniles arrest for the use of weapons, as 

for the females, the numbers was at about 15 arrest. In 2004 the male arrest rise up just about one-forth but for the females, it had jumped from 15 up to two times that. Weapon is said to be a good source of protection, but if that protection is being used and abused, then that just leads into juvenile delinquents to produce more crime. 


Lastly drug abuse violation; drug usages is at its highest. According to Alex and Nicole Piquero's information, at the time of 1995-98, there were approximately 1200 juvenile arrest for males and was still high during 2004 with the rating of about 1000 arrest. Females, in the other hand had about 100 arrest in 1981, had 200 arrest in 1997 and had just a little below 200 during 2004. 


Overall, "at an early age, such as a child beings making a series of choices to live a life that he considers exciting, a life in which he is determined to do whatever he wants, a life in which he ignores restraints and eventually turns against his family" are those who are included within this statistics (Samenow 16)

Steps to Delinquency
Every part of life has a step by step sequence if  having to accomplish things in your life. As for delinquents in society,  anomie occurs; this means a break down  to the norm because of rapid change. The reason to delinquents having to steal is an affect with anomie, which leads to other form of crime. Delinquents does this because it is said to be needed. So how come that delinquents choose to steal,  chose to steal?, and what are the effects of stealing? The following essay will explain that.

First of all, an example of how anomie has affected delinquents is the lack of attention given to a child. A single mother has nothing but her ten year old child, so she has to work full time working at a daily job and overtime at the strip club, just so the child will be feed everyday. The cause is the mother working everyday equals having a young child stay home with nothing to do but hit the streets. The child may now make friends with a bunch of boys who have similar lifestyles  (having a single mother and nothing to do at home). This is where delinquents become delinquents. First, boys will be boys, play sports, have fun, and maybe even power check one another to see who is the toughest. As they grow up, the delinquents realize what they have is not enough, so then, the stealing comes in. 

The beginning of delinquents stealing may not be a big thing at first, because it usually starts with snack, drinks or food and other thing for their home, but as it continues, it really becomes a problem. Delinquents then start stealing just to feel involve with something. They will feel notice and important which leads to the thought of considering each other as a form of a family (a gang). The next thing for delinquents comes the usage of drugs, now this is where things gets real serious. With the usage of drugs, the stealing become more intense because at that point delinquents state of mind is set to nothing but stealing item they want. Delinquents now have the mental state to do whatever they feel doing such as drugs and stealing which is an example of an effect activated by anomie. As the crime in the life of these delinquents continues, they not only putting more harm within themselves and there families but harm toward the society. 

Overall, one type of problem society has on delinquents is an anomie theory. This means the rapid change that occurs around people, in addition, this is  harmful and causes delinquents because they have nothing, no attention, food, company, friends, and for some even shelter (anomie). With this type of situation, the people (delinquents) think of ways to keep themselves alive which leads to stealing and drug usage. So, that is a path to how anomie might affect delinquents to become delinquents.  

Working Mothers and Latchkey Children 

Family are causes that effect children to become delinquent. It is usually a cause of family changes such as effects like parents who are not married, parents who are divorce, single-parent families, and working mothers. These are all factors of a change in families which leads to delinquency. Here, we are leaning more towards latchkey children and working mothers. There are arguments that stated, mothers who are employed have less time for their children and tend to have no effort what so ever to care for there child. Others debated stating that these type of mothers who do so, working and spending less time sleeping and less time relaxing is a true effort that shows the child that there mother is a hard worker and would do anything to nurture them the best way possible. 

Research found that a definite effect that less time is spend with children  because mothers are employed. Latchkey children are those who regularly care for them selves without adult supervision after school or in the weekends. Researchers also find that more than three million children ages 6 through 12 spend hours per week without adult supervision or is being watch by a young sibling. In addition, 10 percent of those children spend more than 10 hours or more alone while parent or parents are at work. According to Lawrence Steinberg, he found that latchkey children are more vulnerable with peer pressure and engages in delinquent acts. As many experts feel, latchkey children, especially those who are in there teenage years, are more susceptible to opportunities for getting involved in delinquent situation. The results of latchkey children being alone most of the time, they tend to have nothing to do but roam the streets and usually find other "latchkey children" in which they have something in common which frequently leads to delinquent acts. The children are then introduced to alcohol, tobacco and marijuana. So with all these facts, latchkey children equals delinquent acts as a result from working mothers.

Arguably, according to Russell Hill and Frank Stafford, they may agree to the extent that a child being unsupervised with less time being spend with there mother while the mother is at working is does have consequences towards doing so but does not mean that the mother is not making an effort to care for the child. Russell and Frank, studied that college-educated mothers try hard to compensate, "they cut down on time spend sleeping and relaxing more than they cut down time spending with their children." Having to compare these college-educated employed mother with nonworking mothers, the time being spent with their children as they reach adolescence in not much of a difference, which therefore, does not necessarily mean that the mother is falling to perform a role satisfactorily. In addition, according to Keith Melville, he states that "when working mothers derive satisfaction from employment and do not feel guilty about it's effects, they are likely to perform the mother's role at least as well as non-working mothers. Also as reported by Matthiji Kalmijn, mothers who work in high-status jobs lead to positive school for their children. Matthiji reported that the children will look up to the mother as a hard working role model which leads the child to do better academically, finish high school and go to college, which they will eventually graduate. Other authors such as Jay Belsky and David Eggebeen measured a variety of adjustments between the employed mother and their children; the children have a tendency to follow the behavioral ways, sociability, and the positive thinking that the mothers are hold.

In conclusion of this essay, delinquency is made and effects of it may have its consequences. Working mothers leads to unsupervised children, which then leads to latchkey children and may finally and sadly become a delinquent. there is a debate having said that working mothers are not all prosody as delinquent makers, other mothers such as college-working mothers have shown their child that working hard is the way to go and that leads to a educated and non-delinquent child. Overall, having argue about all this are reasonable, and the true test to whether all the reports, observation and studies are accurate is to avoid the path of having a latchkey child, and even as a hard working mother, the child, depending on how they are being raise may become a excellent child. 

Bullying and Delinquency

Juvenile delinquents have many cause and effect, there are causes that effect delinquents in the near future or even in the long run. No one can be born as a delinquent, there are always cause to how that person or child become that way. In the other hand, no one delinquents may choose to change their life from a burglar to a alter server in just one day, there should be a cause to how that happen , and being an alter server is the effect.  There are causes and effects towards everything in life; how one person became this "someone is a result form the cause done in their past.  A person who becomes a singer became that singer because in her childhood years, she loves singing even if she was good at it or not; hat is the cause, the effect was that she is now a beautiful singer.  As for juvenile delinquency, a child becomes a delinquent because of the factors or causes that have occurred to the person or child which made that person who they are now.

An example of causes and effect towards delinquents are bullying. Bullying usually come about to the cause of their homes with little to no parental warmth, care or involvement. In addition, some children get harsh and inconsistent parental discipline. With this bullies are born, and the effect not only goes towards the bully themselves but also effects the victim that are being bullied in the long run. In the United States bullies are widespread, with a national study of 30 percent being involve with bullying; the bully (13%), and victim (11%) and those who are both (6%). A study by the National Institute of Child Health and Human Development, the estimated American that are identified as bullies between grades 6 through 10 are about 1.7 million. There are four types of bullying, physical, verbal, emotional , and sexual.  Physical bullies are those who hit, kick, punch, spit, etc…, and the verbal are those with profanity mouths, teasing and name calling. Emotional bullying are the spreading of rumors and manipulating social relationships, and finally sexual bullying, this is where sexual harassment and actual abuse occurs. The effects of bullying may be harsh depending on what side of the bullying category the person stands on, either the bully or the victim.

Bullying has both long and short term effects. Bullies are found to have an effect on future social communication; they tend to have a hard time making friends. Having no thought on how to approach a person in a more manner full way, other than bullying is the reason for the difficultness of social communication, also not finding a common topic to talk about to others.  Bullies also tend to grow up with comfort to violent behaviors; frequently fighting and possession of a weapon are examples of those.  Fighting is just a way bullies have express themselves and carrying a weapon is the safety them believe is needed. In addition, bullies tend to have at least one criminal record as an adult; others tend to go beyond that. As for former victims, the effect when bullied during their childhood years is severe. An effect on that is that they tend to live the rest of their lives lonely, having low self-esteem and depression. Likewise to bullies, the victims too have difficultly with social communication. Making friends is not an option that floats in a victims mind; they fear that the people that they confront with are also bullies. These victims how now have with low self-esteem chosen not to go out in public and not enjoy the communication with others. With these, causes form homes and parental involvement effect that child as bullies, the children who are considered victims and the society. 

Overall, no child is born a delinquent, one shall have a cause to how that person became that way. Bullying is and example f cause and effect towards future delinquency. As for this topic, because a child lives in a home with low parental warmth, care or involvement and a harsh discipline, the child has now become a bully with in the near future became delinquents. Now only affecting the delinquent himself, but also having an effect towards other children and the society by having damage the person self-esteem and forming new future adult criminal and/or chronic offenders.

Theories of Delinquency

Juvenile delinquency has may theories to why and how they become who they are now. Those people who are not studying delinquency such as random citizens of the community, once they confront a delinquent, their mind will float with ideas and thought that may not be so kind to be said a loud. Examples are " Who is that naughty child? What parent would want a child like him? Who is the irresponsible parent that made such child? These types of questions leans more towards the cause of bad parenting, but what the person asking such question don't know is that they too may be a cause of a delinquent child around them if they know it or not. Experts have experienced, observed, and visualize delinquents, finding ways and theories to way and how some children become delinquents. The following will explain three different theories on what they are and how those theories become reality when observing a child, and the three theories are: labeling theory, cultural deviance theory, and developmental theory.

The first theory is the labeling theory, this theory leans towards social control, the reason is that, social response towards a child will be taught to them giving them a label for themselves. Example an auntie may tell her niece, "Oh, my baby, you are so pretty like your auntie right?, and you are going to being a very smart girl". With the responses like this, it is more likely that the child will grow up keeping her appearance as pretty as she thinks and will more likely grow up smart. So if the same auntie looks at her nephew and he runs to her and pulls her hair, she may say "Ouch!!, no boy, don't do that, your very naughty know, maybe your going to be even more naughty then your daddy right?. What then will be the effect of just that one statement, under the labeling theory this really does happen. Because the auntie said that and maybe will continuously saying that to him, then he will then become a delinquent. Stereotyping is also involved in labeling theory, lets say that a child who at that time was five years old took a knife and stabs his housemaid in the eye while she was sleeping and bleed to death. That boy didn't have the knowing of consent and he was a child, he didn't know what was going on, may he thought that it was a toy, he was five years old; but because of that incident everyone around him automatically labeled him as a murderer, which may have an effect towards his future life.

The next theory is not focus on an individual but is more focused towards the community, the neighborhood the child may live, the area and the ways of living in that area; this theory is called cultural deviance theory, This theory basically say that if you live in a low-delinquency area, the children will have a low- delinquency but if those same children who live in a low-delinquency area moves to a higher-delinquency area then, they will apparently change and adapt to that environment and become a delinquent. Low-delinquency area are places were the discipline are high towards children at home or in the street, were the community attends churches, and those places were the community are more involved towards activities such as neighborhood watch, beach clean ups, etc. As for high-delinquency areas, the community have a weak control over the public and violent and commitment of crimes are happening everywhere, even during daylight. 

Lastly, the next  theory being introduced it one that have become among the most popular theory in criminology; developmental theory. This theory is also known as the life-course theory, it is the development of one person to become this other person. Some factors for a child are, difficult temperament which leads to delinquent siblings. A child with a bad temper usually always gets into verbal argument with their sibling and sometimes, depending on the situation, physical. Another factor is hyperactivity, this factors is when one child have the hyperactivity of a disruptive behavior that are not acceptable to other peers which that child will then be rejected by them have lonesome. Others factors are aggression, withdrawn behaviors, low intelligences, and lead toxicity this will all lead to delinquency of the child. Within this theory, their are other factors other than individual observation towards family as well, an example is parental antisocial and parental substance abuse, these factors conducts a disadvantage and disorganized relation with the neighbors. 

Overall, there are other different types of theories when it come to delinquency and three of those were introduced, which are: labeling, cultural deviance and developmental theories. These theories not only proves people who judge other peoples children of delinquent wrong, it is also important to understand so that any other future parent with a loving new born child about to come to life will be ready preventing delinquent ways. Those parents now know that if there a child is born that they should always tell him/her that they love them an that they are the smartest,  most excellent child a parent could have, also the parent will know that even if having a good discipline towards the child, having live in a high-delinquency area is not an consent.

In conclusion, delinquency are everywhere and almost everybody have gone through this situation as a child. Being a delinquent is not a choice, it is a natural stage in our life as we grow up; having to change and grow out of that is the key to a successful life. As a child, it depends on the gender to identify how delinquent a child may be. New born boys are usually labeled as strong, aggressive boys who would grow up to be the man of the house; compared to female babies, they are looked at and labeled as feminine, physically firm and an intelligent person. No one ever grow up as expected, with this, statistics say females have half the percentage of all crimes being committed compares to males. A child growing up becoming a delinquent depends on the way they lived there life, either  male or female. One way is anomie, this is where a person or anyone have an effect because of a rapid change to the norm of the society. In addition to anomie, a working mother and latchkey children are effects towards cause to delinquency. A working mother usually spend less time with there child which leads to latchkey children who usually have no adult supervision and leading to delinquency. Bullying is another effect of delinquency and should be stopped. Three theories to delinquency that has been introduced was labeling theory, cultural theory, and developmental theory; having understood these theories will adjust a being control towards delinquency. 
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
